All animals showing in Purebred Class must be registered in the Belgian Draft Horse Corporation of America. Members of one family shall be allowed to
exhibit their animals together in Group and Hitch Classes as one exhibitor. This rule to apply only when horses in question are stabled and cared for as
one herd on a permanent basis. These horses may be recorded, however, in the Breed Registry, in separate names of one immediate family.

Purebred gelding showing in Get & Produce must show registration papers.

Horses must be watered inside barn.

Health papers must be presented, see Health Requirements for Exhibition on our website.
